INSTRUCTION TO TENDERERS
1. Tender should accompany EMD of Rs. 9000.00 in the form of Demand Draft Banker’s Cheque/Pay Order or any other equivalent instrument from a Scheduled Bank drawn in favour of KIOCL Limited, Panambur, and Mangalore. 

2.  Tender will be received up to 3:00 PM on 20.03.2012.
3. Tenderers have to acquaint themselves with the conditions prevailing at site, before submitting the tenders.

4. Tenderers shall furnish their quotation in the “Schedule of Work” enclosed to the bid documents.  Quotations should be written in both words and figures.

5. Owner/Engineer reserves the right to reject any or all tenders without assigning any reason.

6. Owner/Engineer reserves the right to award part of the work or the whole, as may be considered necessary.

Tenders received late are liable for rejection.

Tenders submitted without EMD will not be considered.

B.
TERMS AND CONDITIONS
1. The work shall generally be governed by KIOCL Limited’s General Conditions of Contract which is available for reference in Stores Department, PPU on all working days.

2. Scope of work in this contract broadly covers the following.

a) As per schedule of work enclosed.                              

3. The quantities given in the schedule of items are approxi​mate and may vary or some of the items may not be executed. No claim by the contractor on account of variations, omis​sions and modifications will be entertained.

4. Escalation

a) No escalation except on fuel price shall be admissible on the rates accepted under the letter of acceptance which will remain firm during the pendency of the contract.


b) When the price increase or decrease is less than 5% no change in freight shall be considered. In other words, price variation of 5% and above only shall be taken into reckoning for applying the formula.

c) The formula for price increase or decrease per trip in freight charges is as follows.

d) As regards to escalation of freight charges, the contractor provided formulae and based on which transport contract can claim the escalation charge with documentary evidence and payment can be settled accordingly.

e) The diesel price has to be obtained from the nearest terminal of M/s IOC which will be the basis for all calculation purposes of freight escalation.

5. Rates quoted against schedule items shall include all mate​rials, documentations, labour cost, supervision, machinery expenses and hire charges, royalties, transport, maintenance incidents, enabling works etc. based on the conditions mentioned herein. Unless otherwise specified in the tender schedule the rates for all items will be deemed to include all leads, lifts and decent in the work.
6. Security Deposit: - The successful bidder is required to deposit Security Deposit amount which is equal to 3% of the contract value including EMD, in the form of Bank Guarantee / DD drawn in favour of M/s.  KIOCL Ltd., Panambur, Mangalore, payable at any scheduled Bank at Mangalore. The SD amount does not attract any interest during the contract period.

Security Deposit at the rate of 7% shall be recovered from each running bill.  The Security Deposit shall be refunded after successful completion of maintenance period.

7. Any damage to the company's property caused by the contrac​tor during the execution/maintenance of work shall be charged to the contractor and the amount of damage shall be left to the sole discretion of the Engineer.

8. Statutory deduction towards all applicable taxes shall be made as per rules.
9. Royalties if any for materials applicable shall have to be paid by the contractor.

10. All safety appliances like safety belt, helmets etc. have to be provided by the contractor to all his workers and super​visors.  None of the workmen without safety appliances shall be allowed to work at heights.

11. The contractor shall abide with all the provisions contained in Factories Act and Rules/Regulations/Bylaws/Orders made there under.

12. The contractor and his workmen may avail the facilities provided in the canteen set up for the contract labour.  They will not be allowed to avail the facilities set up for KIOCL Limited employees.

13. Time of completion and Liquidated Damages:

The entire work under this Contract shall be completed within ONE YEAR from the date specified in LOI/Work Order. If the contractor fails to complete the work within the stipulated completion time, the contractor shall pay to owner as liquidated damages for such default, for every day which shall elapse between the date prescribed thereof and the actual date of completion of the scope of work, the amounts determined on the basis of the percentage of the value of the work as specified herein.

Delay of 1st 20 days ....... 0.1% per day

Delay of next 20 days ...... 0.15% per day

Subject to a maximum of 5% of the value of the work. The Owner/Engineer has the discretion to reduce or waive the Liquidated Damages.

14. Our Company comes under Factories Act, Rules, Regulations, byelaws and orders made thereunder. Hence the Contractors must abide by the same.

(i) No persons shall be employed without Initial Training on Safety as per vocational Training Rules.

(ii) Contractor  must  immediately after deploying  the  Contract Workers,  get  their initial Medical  Examination  done  at Company Hospital/Company recognized Hospital. The expendi​ture towards Medical Examination of Contract Workers shall be borne by KIOCL.

(iii) A supervisor with experience should be deployed to ensure that the contract workers work safely and in accordance with all the provisions of Factories Act, Rules, Regulations, Byelaws and orders made thereunder.

15. The Contractor shall be responsible for all the safety measures as per the rules in the interest of safety of all the labourers working under him. Necessary safety appliances shall be provided to all the labourers at Contractor's cost.

16. Wherever it is observed that the contractor has not provided safety appliances to the workers engaged by him, the Manage​ment reserves the right to issue the necessary safety appliances to his workers on cost recoverable basis.
17. OBLIGATIONS OF THE AGECNY / CONTRACTOR WITH REGARD TO STATUTES:

The Agency shall be solely responsible as regards salary, wages and service conditions and terms extended by the Agency to his employees/workmen and shall in that connection maintain requisite records and comply with all laws, enactment, rules and regulations and orders dealing with employment of contract labour, payment of workmen’s compensation, contribution under ESI Act, 1948, if applicable, and PF/EPF Act 1952, payment of minimum wages, payment of bonus, fire and safety regulations, regulations relating to employment of female workforce, security requirements and such other and regulations as may be applicable at present made applicable hereafter. The wages prescribed by the appropriate Government under the Minimum Wages Act, 1948 and all provisions of the Contract 

Labour Regulation Act and Factories Act shall be complied with by the Agency. Agency shall insure all employees for accidents and third party losses and produce the policy before commencement of Contract. All employees of the Agency shall be covered under Workmen Compensation Insurance and Group Accident Insurance cover, by the Agency.

18. Fraud prevention policy of KIOCL Limited:

Every one may take note that a “Fraud Prevention Policy” is being followed at KIOCL, which provides a system for prevention / detection / reporting of any fraud. It also forbids everyone from involvement in any fraudulent activity and that where any fraudulent activity is suspected by anyone, the matter must be reported to the ‘Nodal Officer’ (Chief Vigilance Officer) as soon as he / she comes to know of any fraud or suspected fraud.

19. KIOCL Ltd. reserves the right to accept or reject any or all other offers OR go for RE-TENDER (Open or Limited or Single) at their discretion without assigning any reasons whatsoever.
20. The Bids shall be valid for a period of three months from the due date of submission of the bid.

21. The Contract will be for a period of ONE YEAR from the date of issue of Letter of Acceptance/ Work Order issued to the successful tenderer by the company. KIOCL reserves the right to curtail or extend the contract with in the contract period.

SCOPE OF WORK:
A. Collection, Transportation and Delivery of the material from

Places in and around Mangalore to Kudremukh 

ii)
Kudremukh to places in and around Mangalore.

iii) Places in and around Mangalore to Kudremukh and back where load is provided for the return trip.

iv) Kudremukh to Places in and around Mangalore and back where load is provided for the return trip.

Transportation of materials from Mangalore to Bangalore.
B. The Contractor should have in your possession the adequate number of trucks of carrying capacity of 2-5MT and 8-11MT each, for exclusively carrying out this contract.

KIOCL will be at liberty to inspect the Contractors vehicles at any time during the pendency of the Contractor, to reserve themselves as to their roadworthiness. The contractor intimate KIOCL the place and time at which such inspections can be made, as soon as the Contractor receives a request from KIOCL to this effect.

The Contractor will also furnish for KIOCL’s inspections the RC books, Taxation Card, Permit, Insurance Certificates and other documents pertaining to the vehicles as and when called for by KIOCL. The Contractor shall obtain photo identity cards for all the people (Contractor, Supervisor, Driver, Cleaner and Labours) who are engaged in the contract from CISF authorities of KIOCL. Also the temporary pass has to be obtained for the trucks from CISF for duration of three months and thereafter it has to be renewed with them till the expiry of the contract.

C. Once the delivery / authorization in favour of contractor is handed over, the contractor will be responsible to collect, transport and deliver the material in good condition. All damages or losses shall be to the account of contractor; also the consequential losses / damages suffered by KIOCL shall be recovered from the contractor.

D. KIOCL shall have the right to recover the cost of material from the contractor so short delivered or undelivered as the case may.

E. The contractor shall be responsible for taking delivery of the consignment against authorized documents from the supplier as well as obtaining proper receipt from the consignee.

F. The contractor shall ensure that all the materials are loaded properly by following the KIOCL’s instructions in this regard. Materials for lashing, packing and protection against nature for the safe carriage of goods shall be provided by the contractor at his cost.
G. On completion of loading, the contractor shall immediately inform the dispatch details by Telephone/ Telegraph / Fax or any other means to KIOCL. Thereafter the contractor shall arrange to submit one copy each of delivery channel and GC notes to KIOCL within 48 hours of lifting of materials.

H. No Transshipment shall be allowed en route.

I. The contractor shall be responsible for contacting the supplier and coordinating the movement of the material. KIOCL shall not be liable for any claim towards detention charges either at the supplier’s premises or at consignee’s premises.

J. Transit time: After loading of materials, the truck should reach the destination by next working day.

K. Return Trip: If the same truck engaged by KIOCL is utilized to transport material from the unloading point back to the original point within eight working hours of reporting time for unloading excluding the delay attributable to the transporter without releasing of the same truck, such trip shall be treated as the return trip. In case the same truck is engaged again at the original point, it shall be treated as a fresh trip.

L. It should be the responsibility of the contractor to co-ordinate in respect of collection of materials and deliver the consignment from respective places, if the package/ material is found damaged or even suspect to be damaged and short, then the matter should be reported to the stores before collection of goods, who will then give necessary instructions after accessing the extent of damage. It will be the responsibility of the Contractor to ensure that the right of recovery of KIOCL from the carriers is protected.

M. The number of trips per year is approximately 60 Nos.

N. For the purpose of billing, the number of trips completed date wise shall be certified by Engineer- in charge on contractor’s bills.

O. The contractor shall make necessary arrangement to work on even on holidays if required and no extra cost will be payable on this account.
P. The contractor shall not sub-contract the work to a third party during the pendency of the contract.  If it is found that the tenderer sub-contracts the work to third party, suitable action will be initiated to protect the interest of KIOCL
Q. The company reserves the right to appoint any other agencies for any work as detailed in schedule of tender depending upon exigency of the case at risk and cost of the Contractor.

R. The contractor shall act as per the instructions given from time to time by the Sr. Manager   (Stores) or his authorized representative and this shall be deemed as necessary part of the work order.

S. The required vehicle should be deployed on work within 24 hours of notice from KIOCL. In case of any failure in this regard, KIOCL reserves the right to have the work executed either departmentally or through other agencies at your risk and cost.

T. Payment will be made on production of bills in triplicate to Sr. Manager (Stores), PPU, KIOCL Ltd., Mangalore. Along with bills contractor should submit Delivery note issued by KIOCL and two copies of GC notes clearly acknowledge atleast in one copy for receipt of materials in good condition at the destination mentioned by the consignee.
