1. The Tender shall be accompanied by an Earnest Money Deposit *(EMD) of `. 500.00 (`. 4. Tenderers have to acquaint themselves with the conditions prevailing at site, before submitting the tender (incase of site works).

5. (a) Tenderers shall furnish their quotation only in the Price bid-“Form of bid ” enclosed to the tender documents, prices should be written both  in  words and   figures.
(b) The tender document duly stamped and signed on each page must be submitted along with the offer documents as a token of acceptance of all the terms and conditions.
(c) No page of the tender document shall be removed or altered and the whole set of tender document given must be submitted after being filled in and signed by the tenderer himself or his authorized signatory.

6. Owner reserves the right to reject any tender or all tenders without assigning any reason.
7. Owner reserves the right to award part of the work or as a whole, as may be considered necessary.

8. Tenders received late are liable for rejection.

9. Tenders submitted without EMD shall not be considered.
10. Conditional tenders will be summarily rejected.
11.  No post – tender negotiations with bidders will be held except in certain exceptional situations.

12. To assist in the examination evaluation and comparison of tenders received, the owner may, at his discretion, ask any Bidder for clarification without changing NIT conditions. The request for clarification and the response. Shall be in writing or by fax/e-mail.
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TERMS AND CONDITIONS

1. The work shall generally be governed by KIOCL Limited General Conditions of Contract, which is available for reference in the office of the DGM (Contracts), KIOCL Limited BF Unit on all working days.

2. The quantities given in the schedule of items are approximate and may vary. Some of the items may not be executed; no claims by the Contractor on account of variations, omissions & modifications will be entertained.

3. No escalation is admissible on any account whatsoever.
4. Mode of measurement for the work shall be as per IS-1200 latest edition. Unless otherwise specified for items not covered in IS-1200, CPWD standard shall be adopted.

5. Quoted rates against schedule items shall include labor charges, consumable materials and hire charges, applicable Taxes, Royalties transport, maintenance incidents enabling work etc., except service tax based on the conditions mentioned herein. Unless otherwise specified in the tender schedule the rates for all items will be deemed to include all leads, lifts & descents in the work.

6. The work executed shall be maintained in good condition for a period of Nil  Month from the date of completion including repair required if any at Contractor’s cost. If the Contractor fails to fulfill his obligation during the maintenance period, the same shall be got done by the owner at contractor's risk and cost.  

7. Security Deposit
a)	Within  15 days of the award of the Contract, Contractor shall deposit with KIOCL Limited BFU an initial Security Deposit of 3% (three percent) of the Contract Value and the same shall be in cash or in any of the following forms.
i) Demand drafts drawn in favour of KIOCL BFU from any Nationalised / Scheduled Bank.
ii) Bank Guarantee in prescribed Proforma, executed by a Nationalised Bank / Scheduled Bank. 8.    Any damage to the Company's property caused by the Contractor during the Execution /maintenance of work, shall be charged to the Contractor and the amount of  damage  shall be left to the sole discretion of the Engineer.  

9. Statutory deduction towards all applicable taxes shall be made as per rules.  
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10. Royalties if any for materials applicable shall have to be paid by the Contractor and included in the cost of tender.

11. All Safety appliances like Helmet, shoes etc. have to be provided by the Contractor to all his workers and Supervisors at no extra cost of KIOCL Limited, BF Unit.  None of the workmen without safety appliances shall be allowed to work. 

12. Safety requirements : -

a) Contractor and his work force shall follow strictly, all the safety rules given in General Safety rules, especially for contractor and contractor’s labors, a copy of which is kept at our office for reference and instructions given by Engineer-in-charge/ Safety Dept. from time to time in the course of job. 
b) None of contractor’s men shall move out side the specified limit of working place. 
c) All the persons deployed on the job shall use safety helmets and goggles, shoes, safety belts and hand gloves as applicable. Any person found without the safety gadgets shall be removed from the work site. 
d) Contractor shall use only standard and tested lifting tools/ tackles on the job and shall produce relevant test certificate on demand by owner’s Engineer-in-charge/ Safety Dept.
e) Supervisor and employees deployed on job has to undergo training by KIOCL Limited BF Unit Safety unit along with contractor, if he has not undergone such training previously.  This training should be undergone before issue of gate pass.

13.  The contractor shall abide by the provisions in the Water consent; Air   consent and Hazardous   management consent applicable to our company.  

14. The Contractor shall abide with all the provisions contained in Factories Act 1948 and Rules/ Regulation/ By laws/ orders made there under.

15. The Contractor should obtain Insurance Policy to cover the risk of the labours under Workmen Compensation Act and should be produced before starting the work. This is mandatory for those contractors who do not have ESI number of their own.

16.   Contractor should furnish the PF & ESI code numbers obtained from respective authorities 
          and also produce the same to the Personnel Department before commencement of the work.

If the Contractor fails to complete the work within the stipulated completion time, the contractor shall pay to owner liquidated damages for such default, for every day which shall elapse between the date prescribed thereof and the actual date completion of the scope of work, the amounts determined on the basis of the percentage of the apportioned value of such components as specified herein.

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19.	The contractor shall take photo entry pass from CISF for his laborers, if the      work order period is more than seven days, without fail.  These photo passes should be taken by the contractor well in advance before taking up the job.  If the work order period is less than seven days, then CISF will issue temporary pass.  No laborers will be allowed to enter plant premises without these entry passes.

20. The works mentioned at the schedule of work are temporary in nature.

21.	Bids shall be valid for a period of THREE MONTH from the due date of submission of the bid.

22.	TAXES & DUTIES: This clause shall be applicable not withstanding any  other clause related to taxes and duties mentioned elsewhere in this tender document.

a. The rate quoted shall be inclusive of all taxes applicable for this work except Service tax.
b. The applicable service tax will be reimbursed on production of proof of remittance of Service Tax as per Rule 6(1) of Service Tax Rules for those contractors who do not have Service Tax Registration Number.

24. 	Contractor shall ensure payment of minimum wages not only as existing at the time of award but also as may be notified from Personnel department KIOCL Limited from time to time. 
 
25.    Every one may take a note that a “Fraud Prevention Policy” is being followed at KIOCL Limited, which provides a system for prevention/ detection/ reporting of any fraud. 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	TECHNICAL SPECIFICATION & SPECIAL CONDITIONS 

	1
	Workshop: Contractor should have a workshop in/nearby Mangalore (preferably) , so that transportation of motors does not take more time, and motors are repaired & received at site, "in time". Workshop should have necessary infrastructure like following. Adequate capacity power supply of 415V, 3 phase; testing facility for start stop of motors with protections like auto transformer, DOL star/delta motor starters, MCCB / SFU / SDF / MCB /, RCCB / earth fault realy, voltmeter, Ammeter etc; heating arrangement like oven (preferably); crane / chain pulley block of about 1T; work bench; facilities for making winding coils; necessary tools & tackles like Bearing pullers, Bearing heater, Megger, motor checker for measurement of insulation value, currents, resistance inductance, Milliohm meter, Multimeter, clamp meter / tong-tester, tachometer, Rheostat etc. Workshop should be spacious, with proper loading unloading provision, with clear & adequate approach from road for truck. 

	2
	Scope: Works are to be done as per details in the "Job ticket" issued by KIOCL Limited, BFU for each motor, and as per instruction of Engineer in charge and as per details in the schedule, specific clauses in this specification. Tenderers / Contractor are advised to visit KIOCL Limited - BFU plant and get themselves acquainted with the nature of work, type/size of the motors to be rewound/repaired etc.

	3
	Transportation: Transportation of Motors to and from the contractors work shop shall be in the scope of owner upto a maximum distance of 15 KM from owner's premises. Transportation of equipments beyond this distance shall be arranged by Contractor at his own cost.

	4
	Motor would be sent to contractor after dismantling pulley, coupling, cooling fans ( in case of ceiling fans, man coolers, exhaust fans etc).

	5
	Rewinding of motor: Rate includes cost of copper coils & necessary accessories like varnish, insulation material, etc. Scope includes dismantling of stator, rotor, taking out old burnt winding; cleaning up the slots; class F insulation, inserting new winding coils of same type and gauge as original,  varnishing and heating (preferably in the oven); testing the motor for its resistance, inductance, insulation values by motor checker, milli ohm meter, Megger etc. Super enamelled extra thick copper wire of make Shramik/Milan (Ess Ell in case of very small capacity Motors) and good quality insulating materials, air drying varnish and fast drying insulating varnish of make Dr. BECK  shall be used. 

	 
	During reassembly of dismantled parts, care to be taken that parts like rotor DE/NDE, motor terminal block, etc are fixed back in their original positon. Standard procedure as per best industrial practices shall be followed. Rewinding of Stator winding with round wire is considered in the scope of work. Rewinding of rotor or strip winding of stator is not in the scope of contract. If necessary, and if the contractor can do it, that shall be done at mutually agreeable rate, terms & conditions. Old damaged coils / winding shall be retained by contractor.   

	6
	Testing: After completing all jobs, the motor to be test run on ‘No load’ and ensured that, current, RPM, sound, vibration etc are normal. Contractor shall furnish a "Test report" as per the format of the Owner, in this regard. However, in case of any problem at site during DOL starting, full load; same to be rectified by contractor, free of cost (within warranty period), preferably at site.   

	7
	Bearing changing: The bearings of the motors are to be replaced whenever it is found defective, after authorisation from KIOCL Limited, BFU. The new bearings are to be provided as per original size / requirement and should be lubricated with original / equivalent lubricant. The bearings should be of make ‘SKF/NTN(NBC)/FAG'. The bearings should be purchased from authorised agencies only. Old defective bearings to be handed over to KIOCL Limited, BFU. Suitable tools, tackles, devices like puller, bearing heater etc shall be used.  

	8

	Overhauling / Servicing of motors: Scope includes dismantling of Stator, Rotor ; cleaning, improving of insulation values by varnishing, drying, heating etc; greasing of motor bearings, replacement of bearings, if necessary, after authorisation from KIOCL Limited, BFU., reassembling of stator and rotor, etc. During reassembly of dismantled parts, care to be taken that parts like rotor DE/NDE, motor terminal block, etc are fixed back in their original positon. Standard procedure shall be followed.  After completing all jobs, the motor to be test run on ‘No load’ and ensured that, current, RPM, sound, vibration etc are normal. Contractor shall furnish a "Test report" as per the format of the Owner, in this regard. In case of replacement of new bearings, TB, cooling fan, fan cover etc payment will be paid separately as per respective schedule.

	Rewinding of transformer: Scope includes job of  taking out old burnt winding, cleaning, inserting new winding coils of original size quality type, generally class B insulation, varnishing the winding and heating (preferably in oven), reassembly of parts. Percentage impedance of transformer and connections (star delta, tappings) should be maintained same as original. Tappings, if required, shall be provided. After completion of work, transformer to be tested for insulation value, voltage ratio (no load, and on load), load test, humming sound, etc. Contractor shall furnish a "Test report" as per the format of the Owner, in this regard. Rewinding with round wire is considered in the scope of work. Rewinding with strip winding is not in the scope of contract. If necessary, and if the contractor can do it, that shall be done at mutually agreeable rate, terms & conditions. Old damaged coils / winding shall be retained by contractor.

	Workmanship, damage: The repair work shall be carried out with the best workmanship. The equipments shall be handled with utmost care and no damage shall ocuur to any part of the equipment. Care shall be taken to protect the Bearing and mating surfaces by wrapping with hessain cloth etc. or by any other suitable means. Any damage caused to the equipments and attributable to the Contractor shall be made good at his cost to the satisfaction of the Owner. The owner's decision on this is final & binding.

	Burning & heating method shall not be used for removing the damaged winding.

	12
	Old parts: KIOCL Limited, BFU will not supply any material or tools for any work. Agency has to return to KIOCL Limited, BFU, old parts like bearings, fan, fan cover, TB, oil seals, etc, when they are replaced with new ones.

	13
	GUARANTY: Six months. In case of any failure / problem within six months from the date of repair / rewinding, due to defective material, poor workmanship, or any other reason attributable to the contractor, rewinding / rectification work to be done free of cost.  For rewinding, guarantee is applicable if the failure of winding is due to arcing between coil to coil or coil to body.  

	14
	Motors will be given for rewinding / repair as and when there is a failure or as required by KIOCL, BFU. Sometimes a number of motors may be given for repair, then the contractor has to co operate and complete the works as per requirement of KIOCL Limited, BFU. 

	15
	This is a rate contract for different ratings, types of motors. Actual quantity may vary and some of the works indicated may not be executed.
